At only 17 years old, Ms
Lucey Pfeiffer (pictured with
Dan Cregan MP and Principal
Bruce Oerman) is quietly de-
termined to fulfill her dream of
becoming a physiotherapist so
she can help children who
have suffered serious injury to
walk again.

Seven years ago Ms Pfeif-
fer's step-sister, then aged 9,
was involved in a motor vehi-
cle accident where she sus-
tained a diffuse axonal ac-
quired injury and lost her abil-
ity to walk, talk and eat.

“My step-sister spent five
months in the Women’s and
Children’s Hospital undergoing
constant therapy sessions. I
saw first-hand how both occu-
pational therapy and physio-
therapy helped her re-gain her
mobility and this has influ-
enced my decision to study
physiotherapy,” said Ms Pfeif-
fer.

“One day I would like to

help young people, like my
step-sister, re-gain their mobil-
ity and to walk again,” Ms Pfeif-
fer said.

Ms Pfeiffer was surprised
when she learnt she had been
awarded the Kavel Scholar-

ship.

‘1 felt like my hard work,
stressing over assignments and
staying up late to study had
paid off.” Ms Pfeiffer added.

Ms Pfeiffer's mother, Leila
Schrapel, said that following

her step-sister’'s accident, Lu-
cey became determined to fol-
low her dream of working in
the rehabilitation field.

GOSPEL means
“Good News.” And the
good news is that “God
loves You,” or to put it
another way, “You
matter to God.” How do
I know that, because I
know that God loves me,
and I doubt that you
and I are much different.
Why does God love us?”
Over 3,000 years ago,
King David, the writer of
many of the Psalms

asked the same
question.

Psalm 8:3-4
(GWT):  When I look at

your heavens, the crea-
tion of your fingers, the
moon, and the stars that
you have set in
place, what are human
beings that you remem-
ber them?

Until T was twenty-
seven I had never really
thought about God.

Then one of my brothers
became a Christian and
started to tell me about
Jesus and salvation. I
didn't become a Chris-
tian  straightaway, but
the more 1 thought
about what he shared,
the more sense the Gos-
pel made to me.

What is the Gospel?
What does the Bible
say?

The Bible tells us
that we are all rebels by
nature, that we are all
sinners, as much as we
don’t like the word. We
can see this playing out
in the world, Putin is a
great example, but much
closer to home, in fact in
our homes, where peo-
ple should feel safe, we
have the scourge of fam-
ily violence.

Because we are sin-
ners, God declares us

guilty and sentenced to
death, to spend eternity
in hell. But we matter to
God and so He gives us
an opportunity to avoid
His punishment. He
couldn’t just say that our
rebellion doesn’t matter
and so, because He
loves us so much He
sent His own Son, Jesus
Christ into the world to
die in our place, Jesus
was/is our substitute.
Because Jesus did not
have a human father He
did not inherit our rebel-
lious nature. This meant
that He could take our
place and die the death
that we deserved. This is
what Easter is all about.
Jesus was crucified
by the Romans. Cruci-
fixion was an extremely
cruel and public way to
die, in fact to make sure
that Jesus was dead a

soldier stabbed Him with
a spear.

The Good News is
that, because Jesus never
rebelled, death couldn’t
hold Him, and He came
back to life and now
lives forever. There were
more than 500 eyewit-
nesses to His resurrec-
tion.

If we will place our
faith in Jesus and what
He did for us, we will
also receive the gift of
eternal life. The Bible

puts it this way. John

3:16-17 (NKJV); For God
so loved the world that
He gave His only begot-
ten Son, that whoever
believes in Him should
not perish but have ev-
erlasting life. For God
did not send His Son
into the world to con-
demn the world, but
that the world through
Him might be saved. If
you sincerely ask God to
help you to understand
the Gospel, He will
Because You matter to
Him.
